The e-Scrip program is a fund-
raising program that allows par-
ticipating merchants to contrib-
ute a percentage of grocery loy-
alty cards, credit card, and 
debit/ATM card purchases to 
the school or organization of 
your choice.

When you shop at a par-
ticipating merchandiser using a 
registered card, a portion of your 
purchase is donated to Guilford 
Booster Club.
